(refer to the minutes above - motion passed via email April 13, 2009), she was informed that 

she was being asked to serve because she was on the previous task force.  Candice then 

appointed Scott Donnelly (from the Western RAB) to be the 2YC3 rep. 



 Bill Mooney awards and 2YC3 teaching awards were discussed, but there were no motions or 

action items.
